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This yearÕs final horde of Kentucky Derby (G1) candidates represents
an interesting cross-section of AmericaÕs Thoroughbred bloodlines, an

eclectic blend of promising blue-bloods,
and genetic over-achievers.

Who, then, would qualify as the fieldÕs
best-bred individual?
Vying for the top of our list is the closely

related tandem of Bob and John and Jazil,
who most recently finished one-two, re-
spectively, in the Wood Memorial Stakes
(G1) at Aqueduct.

Quite remarkably, Bob and John and
Jazil are both sons of Seeking the Gold,

each out of graded stakes winning daughters of Deputy Minister.
For good measure, both Bob and John and Jazil are descended from

stakes winning third damsÑ Too Bald and Best In Show, respectivelyÑ
whose success at stud ultimately earned them Broodmare of the Year
titles during the 1980s.
Separating the two, Jazil gets our No. 1 spot, as his pedigree also fea-

tures an auspicious pattern of female family inbreedingÑa 4X4 cross
of the half brothers Hasty Road and Traffic Judge.

A. P. Warrior is a close third best-bred horse in this yearÕs Derby field.
Influential sire-of-sires A.P. Indy still awaits his first Derby-winning off-
spring. This yearÕs hopes are shouldered by A. P. Warrior, who is out
of the Quiet American mare, Warrior Queen, a champion three-year-
old filly in England and Ireland from the family of influential stallion
Storm Bird.

Coming in at No. 4 is Bluegrass Cat, a colt by leading sire Storm
Cat out of an unraced full sister to a pair
of graded stakes winners (Daydreaming
and Accelerator, by A.P. Indy), all of
whom descend from one of the great
La Troienne familyÕs most productive
branches, that of Numbered Account
and Dance Number.

So far, none of the influential siresÑ
Seeking the Gold, A.P. Indy, and Storm
CatÑof the above mentioned runners
have sired a Derby winner.

Even more unusual is the fact that not
one of the sires of this yearÕs Derby con-
tenders was himself a Derby winner.
