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PEDIGREE PROFILE

Like his sire six years earlier, Chandtrue,

a son of Yes It’s True, captured the $104,272
Hollywood Juvenile
Championship Stakes
(G3) on Saturday. It was
the fourth consecutive
victory for the young
undefeated colt, all at
the recently concluded
Hollywood Park meet.
Following an easy win
in his maiden debut,
Chandtrue annexed the

Willard L. Proctor Memorial Stakes and Hag-
gin Stakes.

A $130,000 purchase at the 2003 Keeneland
September yearling sale, Chandtrue is from
the first crop of Yes It’s True, a brilliant sprinter
at ages two and three when he won ten stakes,
all from five to seven furlongs, and earned
$1,080,700. Like Chandtrue, Yes It’s True also
started fast, winning five of his first six starts,
including four stakes wins. 

Yes It’s True stands for $10,000 at Padua
Stables near Summerfield, Florida.

Bred in Florida, Chandtrue is one of three
winners out of the winning Crafty Prospector
mare Chandelle. The bay Chandtrue also has
a chestnut yearling full sister. Chandelle’s pedi-
gree features 4x3 inbreeding to 1959 cham-
pion juvenile filly My Dear Girl through her
sons In Reality and Superbity. 

Chandtrue’s extended family is anchored

by his seventh dam, Real Delight, a Racing
Hall of Fame distaff performer and great ma-
triarch for Calumet Farm during its glory years.
Chandtrue’s more immediate family has gen-
erally been Florida-based. His fourth dam,
Roundup Rose, produced 1980 Preakness
Stakes (G1) winner Codex.

Perhaps the most interesting pattern in
Chandtrue’s pedigree is his 3x4 cross of Raja

Baba and Iron Ruler, both of whom descend
from the illustrious family of *Uvira II, win-
ner of the 1941 Irish Oaks and matriarch to
a good number of influential runners and
sires.

After four starts without hitting the board, three-year-old Excel-
lent Payback found his comfort level and distance under jockey Car-
los Marquez Jr., rounding the field three wide on the turn to drive
home to a two-length victory over American Power.

A half brother to Grade 3 winner Lakota Brave, Excellent Payback
is also a half brother to English Group 3-placed winner Silverdale
and five other winners.

Switching to turf made all the difference for Interwoven. In his
fifth start and first on the grass, the four-year-old found a good po-
sition under jockey Calvin Borel, made his move with a quarter-mile
left, then angled six wide into the stretch, driving to get up just be-

fore the wire and score a head victory over Kenton. 
Interwoven, a four-year-old dark bay or brown colt, had placed sec-

ond once and third twice in his previous four starts for trainer Carl
Nafzger. He is the first winner from two starters for his winning dam,
Ceo Sis, by Unbridled.

Two-year-old Roman Jake stalked the pace through a quarter-mile
in :22.40 and a half-mile in :46.43 before going four wide around the
turn and overcoming game challenges from Proud Tower and Ter-
ritorial to prevail by a neck in his third start. 

Roman Jake finished third to highly regarded Roman Ruler in his
debut on June 19 at Hollywood Park, then followed that performance
with a second-place finish to Golden Shine on July 3 at Hollywood.

Roman Jake is the first winner produced by the unraced Golden
Gear mare Golden Doubloon.
