California-bred Spirit of Eagles thrives as broodmare in Germany

Coming off a layoff of almost six months,
Sabiango (Ger), a two-time Group 1 winner
in Germany, scored a wire-
to-wire upset victory in
the $350,000 Charles
Whittingham Memorial
Handicap (G1) onJune 12
at Hollywood Park, earn-
ing his first Grade 1 win
in the United States and
earning accomplished
California-bred brood-
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SABIANGO other top victory.

Bred by Stiftung Gestut Fahrhof, Sabiango
is out of the winning Beau’s Eagle mare Spirit
of Eagles who was exported to Germany in
1992. From six winners to date, she also has
produced 2001 Arlington Million (G1) winner
Silvano (Ger), by Lomitas (GB), who also cap-
tured Grade 1 contests in Hong Kong and Sin-
gapore. That success helped Spirit of Eagles
earn 2001 Broodmare of the Year honors in
Germany.

Bred by John and Betty Mabee, Spirit of Ea-
gles is a full sister to Grade 3 winner Big Pal
and a half sister to multiple stakes winner
Lovely Habit. Sabiango’s American family de-
scends back to his ninth dam Etoile Filante
(1918), a full sister to leading United States
sire Chatterton, both bred by preeminent
horseman August Belmont II.

Sabiango is from the tenth crop of four-time
leading German sire Acatenango, now 22 years
of age and recently pensioned. As a runner, he
was German Horse of the Year at ages 3 and 5
in 1985 and ’87. Some of Acatenango’s other
Grade 1 winners include this year’s Prix du
Jockey-Club (French Derby) (Fr-G1) winner
Blue Canari (Fr), and Deutsches Derby (Ger-

G1) winners Lando (Ger) and Borgia (Ger).
Sabiangois a seventh generation tailmale de-
scendant of English-bred Dark Ronald who when
imported to Germany in 1913 became one of
that country’s greatest foundation stallions.
